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What happens if my child
does not
need a child protection plan?

Alf the decision is made that your child

does not need a child protection plan you are
still entitled to help and support for your
family. Your social worker will discuss

with you an appropriate service plan which
will help to sort out some of the difficulties
you have been having at this time.
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What if | do not agree with the
Conference?

AAS we have previously explained, on

hearing the information that is shared, the
Conference will decide whether or not your
child needs a child protection plan. You may
be asked your views about the need for a
child protection plan but the decision cannot
be challenged.

Alf you do not agree with the decision made

at the Conference you can have your views
recorded.

Alf you are not happy with the way you

were prepared for the Conference or the way
that the Conference was conducted please
contact your social worker who can

provide you with a complaints leaflet.

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What is an Initial Child
Protection
Conference?

AA meeting where families and professional

people meet to discuss concerns about
children and young people. This may be
because of something that has happened or
because a lot of concern has been
expressed.

AAt the Conference people will talk about

the concerns raised and share information
about the investigation. They will then decide
if your child is at risk of further

harm.

AChiId Protection Conferences are
meetings organised by Local Authority

AStaffordshire Safeguarding Children

Board is made up of senior officers from a
range of agencies and is responsible for co-
ordinating work to ensure local children are
kept safe.
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Who attends a Child
Protection
Conference?

AParents and/or those who have parental
responsibility or care of the child.

AThe child or young person, if it is

appropriate and if they are able to
understand.

AA supporter i you may wish to bring a

family member, friend or legal representative
with you.

AProfessional people who are responsible

for providing services for your child. This may
include Health Visitor, School Nurse, General
Practitioner, School Teacher, Police and
Probation Officer.

AYou will receive an invitation to the

Conference along with a list of all the people
who will be attending.

Alt is likely that anyone who is

professionally involved with you and your
family will be spoken to before the
Conference. This will help the social worker
to write their report.
